Tides Institute Embarks on “Model” Restoration Project

The Tides Institute hopes to serve as a model project for historic preservation,
based on restoring its Bank Square building with oversight from Maine Preservation and
reliance on restoration specialists.

Likening the project to the “preservation of a work of art,” Tides Institute Director
Hugh French notes, “The original architecture and details are what make the building
historically valuable. You can’t stray too far from what was originally there and remain
an historic property.”

Concepts and details for reconstruction are being submitted to Maine Preservation
for its “seal of approval” and upcoming masonry work will be handled by Gerry Drake
Masonry, a small company specializing in historic brick work. “Drake usually doesn’t
work outside Bangor, so we had to talk them into coming here,” French says.

Masonry repairs and restoration are slated for January to March 2005, beginning
on the building’s north wall, with all work supported by engineering studies that will be
completed this fall. Ultimately, the same meticulous approach will govern interior
restoration to retain historic quality inside and out. Windows, wall surfaces and tin
ceilings need work, French says, but are not yet on the restoration schedule. “Being true
to the original intent is critical,” he says. “We knew from the start that this would be a
long-term project.”

The Tides Institute & Museum of Art is committed to exploring and connecting

“Past and Present” Exhibit Contrasts Eastport Scenes

Hundreds have been warmed and informed by the “Past and Present” photo
exhibit, created by local photographer Don Dunbar, which opened during July 4™ Old
Home Week and ran through Sept. 12 at Eastport for Pride’s downtown office.

The exhibit featured historic photographs of Eastport scenes juxtaposed against
pictures taken this past summer. “I took the old photographs and walked around town to
locate the exact same scene,” Don said, describing how he achieved the past to present
contrast. Sometimes finding the location wasn’t easy and took some detective work,
proving even the most familiar scene, dressed up with different signs, colors, and people,
can be a whole new experience.

The photographs were presented on remnants of an old weir, symbolizing the
history of Eastport’s sardine industry. Don, an EFP Organization Committee member,
created both the photographic and presentation themes and also constructed the weir
display himself. In preparing for the exhibit, he obtained historic photographs from The
Tides Institute, the Barracks Museum, and Ruth Mclnnis of The Todd House, and then
digitally re-mastered those too fragile to display.

“This was a wonderful exhibit to have for Old Home Week,” said EFP Director
Lora Whelan. “So many people came in who have long ties to Eastport. Grandparents
would point out to their grandchildren where they used to work and live.” Visitors new to
Eastport marveled at the changes that have happened over the years, from the havoc
wrought by the 1886 fire to the rise and decline of the sardine industry.
